Run for Catcher if 2 outs Required, to be replaced by last batter to make out at bat or on base
Safety Rules Defibrillators must be at all practices & games on Parks Dept fields. All softball pitchers must wear a protective face guard.

Softball Bat so marked on the bat only (no baseball bats); max 2.25" barrel, 34" long, 38 oz
Universal

60'

12" any brand optic yellow, leather cover, red stitch max .47 core, max 375lbs compression

2 in same inning, 4 in game (bounced ball does not count but ball is dead+base is awarded)

Runner must immediately go to next base or return to prior base.

All motions are allowed. Motion must begin with the pivot foot on the pitching plate. The other foot can be on or any distance 
behind the pitching plate as long as it is not outside the 24" length of the pitching plate. While the hands are separate, she can 
assume the pitching position.  Once the hands come together it is the beginning of the pitch and the pitcher can only make a 

forward movement.

4 Innings

Leading on release of pitch; stealing allowed

5 Runs for 1st 3 Innings, Unlimited Each Inning Thereafter subject to 12 run lead after 4 
innings
